Tempting Wines 
Lady of the Lake Pinot Gris 2010

District: Mt Gambier

Winemaker’s notes:

The grapes for this cool-climate Pinot Gris are grown in  Mt. 
Gambier, the coolest mean maximum temperature average 
of any wine region in mainland Australia. 

All the elements of the Mount Gambier region make it
perfect for growing Pinot Gris; volcanic soils over
white limestone, low average temperatures for a
longer growing season allowing flavours to develop,
and of course the famous crystal waters of the Blue
lake.

Tasting notes:

This wine will age well for up to 5 years, developing 
butterscotch and honey flavours to compliment the lychee, 
lime and elderberry apparent now.
