coconut crusted lobster bites in a fresh snow pea and
mango salad.

Winemakers notes:

The grapes are from Mt Gambier, the coldest wine region in
mainland Australia, increasing the growing period, which
increases the complexity of flavour. Half of these grapes
were wild fermented, half selected yeast, half was aged in
barrel and half went through secondary ferment, creating an
incredibly complex wine.
