Sofiel’s Gift Riesling 2010

District: Mt.Gambier

This Riesling is named after the angel of nature, because of the 
mineral flavours riesling can take from the soil. The angel Sofiel 
inspires people to get in touch with the earth. 

Tasting notes:

Lemon sherbet, zesty lime and pineapple hints on the nose. Nice 
refreshing acidity with a long mineral finish. 

Winemakers notes:

Just 40 minutes south of Coonawarra, Mt. Gambier has the 
coolest mean maximum average temperature of any wine 
region in mainland Australia and yet one of the least known. The 
limestone soils and pure underground waters that flow into the 
famous blue lake create the perfect conditions for riesling.
 
Food:
A perfect match for seafood (especially shellfish) and Asian 
salads, e.g Natural Oysters with shallots, cherry tomato, 
coriander and a dash of fresh red chilli for a salsa on top. Add a 
dash of Riesling on the actual oyster for the lime flavours.
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
